» Students interested in applying to Appalachian should submit an application and official college transcripts to be considered for admission.

» Students hoping to attend a summer or fall term are encouraged to apply by February 15th and those hoping to attend in the spring are encouraged to apply by October 15th.

To be admitted to the Reich College of Education for teacher education, a student must meet the following criteria:
e Complete RC 1000, EDU 2000, and EDU 2100 with a C or better

* Complete 45 hours with a 2.7 GPA (2.7 GPA must be maintained)

* Complete the Praxis Core (or be exempt with ACT/SAT scores)

e Pass a Criminal Background Check

Blocks must be taken in order - Block 1 occurs in the spring and must be taken before Block 2 in the fall.
