Social work
majors must complete the foundation courses (SW 2010, SW 2020, SW 2615, SW 2630, and SW 3000) with a C or better and be accepted into the Professional Sequence in order to move on to
Professional Sequence courses (SW 3330, SW 3850, SW 3870, SW 4000, SW 4010, SW 4020, SW 4650, SW 4690, SW electives) .All coursework must be completed prior to the final internship
semester (SW 4650 and SW 4690). Social work majors must complete Field Seminar with a C or better and receive as “Satisfactory” grade in Field Placement in order to graduate. See the BSW

* Transfer students who have their AA or are near completion should plan to complete their five foundation courses during their first semester at Appalachian.

* Social Work Field Instruction requires students to complete 32 hours of field work each week and attend Senior Seminar, which is held Friday morning or afternoon. No other coursework is allowed
during this semester.
